Advisory Bodies 
· Finance Council
Canon 537 of the 1983 Code of Canon Law requires each parish to have a Finance Council whose purpose is to aid the Pastor in the administration of parish code. The All Saints Parish Finance Council is the principal advisory body to the Pastor on financial matters affecting the church, school, and other ministries of the parish, including all fundraising activities. The Council also advises the Pastor on the acquisition, use, management, and disposition of non-financial assets of the parish.

· Liturgy Committee
The Liturgy Committee has both a consulting and planning responsibility. Musicians, Ushers, Lectors, Eucharistic Ministers, Art & Environment and Greeter Coordinators are represented on the committee. The Sunday Eucharist is the source and summit of the church life.

· Pastoral Council
The Pastoral Council is the Pastor’s principal advisory body on all pastoral matters affecting the life of the parish. It is the central “clearinghouse” for all new parish initiatives and proposed changes in current policies, programs, and processes. Council members are selected through a discernment process.

· Facilities Committee
The Facilities Committee works with the Pastor on issues related to campus buildings and grounds, safety and security, and strategic planning.







History
 “Here we are assembled on the very fields which not many years ago was the scene of the most bloody battles of the war. When not only man fought against man, but relations against relations, whose blood still, we may say, rests upon this earth.”
[image: conhis]With these words Bishop William Elder dedicated the first All Saints Church on a hot August day in 1879.
The corner stone was laid by Richmond Bishop J.J. Keane on November 29, 1878. Placed in the stone was a relic of the Civil War dug up from the church’s foundation. Silver coins, copies of the Catholic Mirror, Catholic Review, and the Manassas Gazette were also included. The corner stone was moved to the chapel of the church in 1974.
When All Saints was founded in 1879, the small mission church sat fewer than 100 parishioners, served hundreds of square miles with its jurisdiction extending north to the Potomac River, east to Woodbridge and Triangle, and west to the Bull Run Mountains. 
First designated as a mission church, the wooden structure, with a 75 foot steeple and seating capacity for less than 100, was the largest religious structure in the town. The small church served as a parish for hundreds of square miles; stretching north to the Potomac River, east to Woodbridge and Triangle, and west to the Bull Run Mountains. The parish was later split into a number of parishes: St. Francis of Assisi in Triangle (1947), Our Lady of Angels in Woodbridge (1959), St. Timothy in Centreville (1969), Holy Family in Dale City (1970), and Holy Trinity in Gainesville (2001).
For many years, the pastor would travel from Warrenton to Manassas for Sunday Mass. Father Patrick Donelan died of heatstroke while traveling to Manassas in 1866. In July 1929, Father Michael Cannon became the first resident pastor of the new independent parish of All Saints.
The Stigmatine Fathers were invited by Bishop Peter Ireton to take over pastoral responsibility in 1942. The Fathers oversaw the growth of All Saints parish, including the opening of All Saints Catholic School in 1957 and the present church in 1974. In 1993, the Stigmatine requested that the Arlington Diocese take over the parish staffing.
[image: fedhis]The present church is staffed by four resident priests and provides daily masses, two masses on Saturday in anticipation of Sunday, and seven masses on Sunday ( two Masses in Spanish and one children’s mass). Throughout the history of our parish, the population outsized its facilities. Prior to building our current church, our previous church seated only 860 parishioners. 
In 1995, All Saints launched a Building Fund Campaign to raise money toward the day when a larger church could be built. A second building fund, Rooted in Faith - Forward in Hope, was conducted in 2002 and six million dollars was pledged toward the new church and the Diocesan Capital Campaign. Most recently, a New Church Completion Campaign raised five millions in pledges. The annual 5 Car Raffle and Parish Festival were instrumental sources of revenue for the building fund. 
While the former church built in 1974 seated 800, the size of the church had proven inadequate. It was exciting to see that our nine weekend liturgies were overflowing with so many Catholic faithful. To meet needs of our growing Hispanic community, Sunday Masses are also offered in Spanish as we celebrate the cultural diversity of the community with love and faith.
To continue serving the growing needs of the parish, a Building Fund Campaign was established in 1995. An addition to All Saints Catholic School was built in 1999 and the school began offering Pre-Kindergarten (for four year old students) in addition to Kindergarten through 8th grade.  
On November 1, 2008, The Solemnity of All Saints, 800 parishioners and guests gathered for the Groundbreaking Ceremony for the new church. The Most Reverend Paul S. Loverde, Bishop of Arlington, presided. The Honorable Harry J. Parrish II, Mayor of Manassas; Senator Charles Colgan, Virginia State Senator; Delegate Robert G. Marshall, Virginia House of Delegates; Dr. John Sparks, Chairperson of the All Saints Finance Council; and Rev. Robert C. Cilinski, Pastor, opened the ceremony with remarks. Parishioners were encouraged to bring a bag of earth from their homes and at the conclusion of the ceremony were invited to place it in the altar area of the new church. 
All Saints began as a tiny mustard seed but has grown into a very large family where all of God’s people are welcomed. With more than 21,000 registered parishioners today, All Saints claims the distinction of being the largest Catholic parish in Virginia. *Photos provided from the U.S. Library of Congress.

Infant Baptism—In Baptism, we are freed from sin and spiritually reborn as a member of the Church. Parish registration is required to receive the sacrament of Baptism. Before the scheduled Baptism, parents must attend a one-time class, and the Catholic Godparent(s) must obtain a Certificate of Eligibility from their parish verifying that they are registered and practicing members.

· Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist
We receive the body and blood of our Lord, Jesus Christ through the sacrament of Communion and unite ourselves to Him. Children at All Saints make their First Holy Communion in second grade (after a two year preparation period), and must be enrolled in All Saints Catholic School or in our Religious Education Program.  

· Sacrament of Confirmation
Through the sacrament of Confirmation, we receive the fullness of the Holy Spirit who empowers us to do the work of Christ and his Church. Young adults at All Saints make their Confirmation in 8th grade (after a two year preparation period), and must be enrolled in All Saints Catholic School or in our Religious Education Program.

· Sacrament of Holy Matrimony
The sacrament of Holy Matrimony is the sacred union of a man and woman who establish a covenant to glorify God in their marriage and exemplify Christ to others. Parish registration for at least one member of the couple is required. A minimum six-month preparation program is required for Pre-Cana after first notifying a priest of your intention to marry. You are encouraged to call our parish office at 703.393.1430 as soon as you become engaged.

Sacred because every wedding is a celebration of the love of a man and a woman dedicated not only to each other but also to a life of service to God and all people. 
Christian Marriage is a special vocation. The mutual love of a married couple is meant to reflect the love which our Lord Jesus Christ has for his people. Christian Marriage is a permanent relationship which requires fidelity to your spouse and welcomes the possibility of children as an opportunity to be co-creators with God.

Couples are strongly encouraged to contact the music office immediately after the initial meeting with the priest or deacon that is doing the marriage preparation in order to discuss the procedures for securing musicians and making liturgical music selections. All Saints Parish Wedding Music Policy
The music for your celebration should be carefully chosen, keeping in mind the solemnity of the occasion and the Church’s guidelines for music in the sacred liturgy. The music must be suitable for use in the Catholic Church, and priority must be given to the assembly’s sung prayer. The sung liturgical music must invite the participation of all present and not merely entertain. Therefore, no secular music may be used. It is your responsibility to contact the Director of Music before the wedding to arrange a music planning session. All Saints will provide a staff organist for your wedding. The stipend the organist receives helps to support his livelihood and organists from outside the parish are generally not permitted, except under extraordinary circumstances. In the event an outside organist is used, a bench fee of $150 must be paid to the Director of Music and the couple must still arrange a meeting for approval of all music and outside musicians.
Parish Cantor
A parish cantor is required for wedding liturgies to lead the assembly in those parts of the Liturgy that call for communal singing, and to serve as vocal soloist for selected solo vocal literature. Cantors from other parishes may be permitted with the approval of the Director of Music. In this case, cantors must be practicing Catholics, have proper vocal training, as well as experience with the Catholic liturgy. If the couple wishes to have a friend or relative sing for their wedding, and the singer possesses the requisite vocal training but not the necessary experience as a cantor, a parish cantor would still be required, but the invited singer may perform a prelude vocal solo and one piece during the wedding liturgy.
Instrumentation
While the organ and piano will be the primary instruments at your wedding, instrumentalists, such as harp, strings, flute or trumpet can enhance the music for your wedding liturgy. These instruments may be incorporated into your wedding as an addition to, but not in lieu of the organ and piano. Please do not hire any outside musicians before meeting with the Director of Music. It is strongly preferred that couples use professional instrumentalists affiliated with our parish music program, as they perform regularly here and know the requirements of the liturgy as well as our customary. All instrumentalists are subject to final approval of the Director of Music. Please note that the logistics surrounding multiple musicians such as arranging music, mailings, phone calls, e-mails and extra rehearsal time may incur extra stipends for all musicians involved. Many couples choose to make programs and worship aids for their guests, especially for those with non–Catholic guests. We encourage you to make a program for your wedding which will list the order of ceremony and the wedding party. Sample programs are available upon requests, and programs can be done through a professional printing company, on your own, or through the music office (for an additional fee).

Music Ministry
The Music Ministry at All Saints Church is a vibrant, volunteer-centered program that serves the parish community in all aspects of liturgical life. The choral and handbell choirs maintain an active rehearsal and liturgy schedule, which seeks to provide music of the highest possible quality for our parish liturgies.
The Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy reminds us that, “The musical tradition of the universal Church is a treasure of inestimable value, greater even than that of any other art. The main reason for this pre-eminence is that, as sacred song united to the words, it forms a necessary or integral part of the solemn liturgy” (CSL, 112). 
The liturgy is, in turn, at the heart of our Catholic Faith. The members of our music ministry participate in the program in service to the parish through the spirit of Christian Stewardship: Time, Talent and Treasure.

[image: ]Tim Lewicki is a graduate of the Catholic University of America, earning a master’s degree in sacred music in October 2013. As a student at Westminster Choir College, he had the opportunity to perform with major conductors and orchestras, including Michael Tilson Thomas and the San Francisco Symphony and Daniel Harding and the Dresden Staakstapelle.  As a member of the Westminster Concert Bell Choir, Mr. Lewicki performed with Josh Groban at the Rockefeller Center Christmas Tree Lighting, and toured with the choir through the mid-West. He studied organ with Ken Cowan and Alan Morrison. After receiving his Bachelor of Music in Sacred Music, magna cum laude, in May 2011 from Westminster Choir College of Rider University, Mr. Lewicki began graduate studies at the Catholic University of America in Washington, DC.  As a graduate student he studied choral and sacred music with Dr. Leo Nestor and pursued liturgical and theological studies with Rev. Dominic Serra and Rev. Michael Witczak.

An active member of the National Association of Pastoral Musicians, Mr. Lewicki current serves as Newsletter Editor on the Arlington Chapter Board, and has served on the Advisory Board of the Trenton, NJ, local chapter.  He is a member of the American Guild of Organists (AGO), Northern Virginia Chapter.  

Mr. Lewicki is the recipient of scholarship awards from academic and professional organizations, including the MAGI Foundation at the Catholic University of America (2011), the National Association of Pastoral Musicians’ Koinonia Scholarship (2010) and the Steven Warner Scholarship (2012). He has held church music positions in New Jersey and Virginia. Tim currently serves as Director of Music and Coordinator of Liturgical Ministries at All Saints Catholic Church in Manassas, VA, where he oversees a vibrant music program including several singing ensembles and one handbell choir involving parishioners of all ages. He and his wife reside in Alexandria, VA.

Joining the All Saints Catholic Church community in 1987, she has continued to serve in many ways; as the Music Teacher for All Saints Catholic School, as the Director of the Young People’s Choir, as a founding teacher for the Special Education program for Religious Education, as the substitute for the Contemporary Choir Director, and as an active member of the Contemporary Choir playing guitar, flute and voice. Parish Choir Music Lists
The Second Vatican Council stated emphatically that, “choirs must be diligently promoted while ensuring that the whole body of the faithful may be able to contribute that active participation which is rightly theirs.” The choir must not minimize the musical participation of the faithful. The congregation commonly sings unison melodies, which are more suitable for generally unrehearsed community singing. This is the primary song of the Liturgy. Choirs and ensembles, on the other hand, comprise persons drawn from the community who possess the requisite musical skills and a commitment to the established schedule of rehearsals and Liturgies. Thus, they are able to enrich the celebration by adding musical elements beyond the capabilities of the congregation alone.
The choir may draw on the treasury of sacred music, singing compositions by composers of various periods and in various musical styles, as well as music that expresses the faith of the various cultures that enrich the Church. The music of the choir must always be appropriate to the Liturgy, either by being a proper liturgical text or by expressing themes appropriate to the Liturgy.

Church Organ

All Saints Catholic Church in Manassas, VA is privileged and blessed to have a new church building, and a newly-renovated pipe organ. Approximately 13 years ago, the original Opus 6376 was purchased from the Wicks Organ Company of Highland, IL, with the intention of one day moving it into a new church.
The organ is a hybrid instrument, comprised of pipework, and digital voices. The pipework, and console were built by Wicks, and the digital voices are a product of the Walker Technical Company of Zionsville, PA.
During the design period for our new church, every attempt was made to ensure that we retained as much of the current organ as possible. In the fall of 2008, All Saints entered into a contract with the Wicks Organ Company for a redesign and expansion of the current instrument for the new church.
The Organ Design
All of the pipework in the existing organ was kept, and the console (keyboards, pedal board, stops) were also retained and enlarged. The wood case of the original organ did not match the woodwork of the new church, nor could it be fitted to accommodate the new space. Two new identical pipe towers were built, which match the wood stain of the altar area and fit in the space on either side of the altar. Within these towers contain the re-voiced pipework, ten additional ranks of pipes, upgraded digital voices, and an array of new digital voices.
[image: New Organ - Chamade]The enlarged stoplist features a wide range of voices in different tonal colors that are used to accompany the choir and the congregation, as well as to play solo organ literature. Full MIDI features are included, as well as solid-state memory and a play-back system. Mounted high above the baptismal font on the back wall of the sanctuary is a horizontal fanfare trumpet. Additionally, the bell tower carillon by the Verdin Bell Company is also controllable from the organ console.
Supporting Our Music Ministry
[image: Sanctuary pic of the organ 2]The renovated organ was delivered and installed by Wicks in July 2010, and was completed for the Dedication Mass on August 14. Together, this updated and expanded version of our organ gloriously adorns the liturgical life of our vibrant parish community. In addition to the main organ, a Wicks digital organ was also installed at All Saints.
This two-keyboard organ was installed in our Blessed Sacrament Chapel where it is used for smaller liturgies. The organ was formally dedicated in a recital on June 23, 2011 by Dr. Jeremy Filsell, artist-in-residence at the Washington National Cathedral.

Directions
From the North and East 
Exit onto Rt. 66 West from Rt. 495 (Washington Beltway). Travel approximately 15 miles to South Rt 28. Proceed 10 miles traveling through Old Town Manassas to All Saints Church on right at Stonewall Road.
From the West
On Rt 66 take exit 44 for Rt. 234 S/Prince William Parkway.  Travel about 4.7 miles.  Take exit VA 28-N ontoNokesville Road.  Travel about 1.8 miles.  Once you cross the railroad overpass, take second left at stoplight ontoBrinkley Lane.
From the South
There are two different ways to go from the south, please choose the best one for you.
· Travel Rt. 28 North to Brinkley Lane turn left. The church faces Center Street.
· From I-95 N take Exit 152B to merge onto VA-234 N/Dumfries Road toward Manassas.  Travel approximately 17.6 miles.  Take exit VA 28-N onto Nokesville Road.  Travel about 1.8 miles.  Once you cross the railroad overpass, take second left at stoplight onto Brinkley Lane.
