TG: Our current website is difficult to operate and outdated. Now that the parish is in a better position organizationally and financially, we’re interested in using the website as a tool to mobilize the New Evangelization.
MM: Our current one is too cumbersome to update and was created by someone not currently associated with the parish.

TG: Really, we’re hoping that the website will be used in a way to better communicate all of our activities as a parish.

TG: Because of the geographical diversity of Southwest Detroit, we serve two primary ethnic groups (Polish and Mexican). We also have a large population that does not speak English, so we are looking to incorporate a button that switches the website content from English to Spanish. See http://www.holyredeemer.comcastbiz.net/ for an example of what we have in mind. Mary and I do not speak Spanish, however, when the time comes we can bring in a few folks who can help. 
MM: We have a dynamic pastor and a parish with many ongoing activities and events.

TG: There are two primary components that often attracts individuals to attend our parish. (1) Fr. Okeke’s homilies (2) the family and welcoming environment.

TG: Demographically, a majority of our parishioners are between the ages of 40-65. We have a large young Hispanic population. And socioeconomically, a majority are working-poor to middle-class.
