Critique of St. Bernadette Website
Translate button should be on left of the screen and instead of saying “Translate,” it should just present the two flags (UK and Spain) with an indication of which one is highlighted. The translation should switch to the Spanish translation of each section of the site and not use Google Translate to translate the site. That can be done using the Wordpress plugin Polylang.
Per the wireframe diagram, the links in the header should be “About,” “Sacraments,” and “Give” (and search) since the others (Get involved and Get help) haven’t been implemented yet
The only elements on the homepage should be News and Events (which should be on top once it is populated—see below for more details), “Interested in the Catholic Faith?” and “Contact Us” form that sends to IHernandez@stbernadettecc.org, and the footer. Everything else needs its separate page and should be nested under the master header menu according to the hierarchy described in the Temporary Website Outline contract.
The News and Events calendar should be populated with some events—since I imagine all the events that were originally anticipated to be posted have passed, the church should provide 5 new events. Until then, please eliminate the calendar so that “Demo event” isn’t on the home page.
Therefore, the church needs to provide 5 new events quickly
Mass times: 
Footer: I would like the footer to as closely follow the format given in the wireframe as possible: [image: ]
Mass times: This is how I would format the Mass times (similarly in the Spanish page)

English Weekend Masses: 5:30pm Saturday and 10am Sunday
Spanish Weened Masses: 8am and 12:30pm Sunday

Latin Masses: First Fridays at 1:30pm

Rosary: 5pm Saturday and 12pm Sunday (The language should be specified and this parenthetical mark should be deleted)
Eucharistic Adoration: 2pm Friday to 7am Saturday
Confession: 4pm-5pm Saturday and 30 minutes before Mass except on Saturdays

In place of the current picture of the building, it would be nice to have a picture of the building on a Sunday when it’s busy so that it doesn’t look uninhabited.
The Favicon for the site should be derived from the church’s logo (i.e. the red Jerusalem Cross)
“Bio” could be a drop-down menu option under “About,” but it does not deserve to be on the homepage.
The difference between sections is inconsistent in spacing, and the contrast in the background color could be broadened to make it more obvious.
Instead of “Interested in Faith,” the heading should be “Interested in the Catholic Faith?”
For each of the elements under “Interested in the Catholic Faith,” the image should be a clickable link to the desired webpage (the link need not be listed in the text that follows), and the text should be to the right of the link and not below it (this makes for a clearer delineation of what is associated with each link). I recommend the following edits to the content of the blurbs:
Catholic Answers: Do you have questions about the faith? Are you curious about why the church teaches certain practices? Catholic Answers provides insights to your questions. You can access videos, radio stations, articles and more to learn about various topics.
Word on Fire: The blog, videos, TV documentaries, and YouTube channel of an insightful Catholic bishop who engages the culture at an intellectual level and responds to many issues in popular culture.
Palabra en Llamas: El blog, los videos, los documentarios de televisión, y el canal de YouTube de un obispo católico profundo que entabla una conversación con la cultura en un nivel intelectual y responde a muchos asuntos en la cultura popular.
Formed: The Netflix of Catholic content. Enjoy hundreds of hours of video and audio for free on a variety of Catholic subjects for a variety of ages. Our code is 4JYX6T.
Formed: El Netflix del contento católico. Disfruta cientos de horas de video y audio gratis en una variedad de asuntos católicos para una variedad de edades. Nuestro código es 4JYX6T.

Fr. Gallagher still needs to record a Pastor’s Welcome video to be put under this section or as a separate page under the “About” section.
For the Clergy and Staff page (which ought not be on the homepage), it would be nice to have pictures so the page looks more like a directory rather than a list of emails
Similarly with the Parish Council: This needs a picture and an individual page
The Finance council still needs a blurb and a picture.
Both the Parish and Finance councils need a list of people involved and what Masses they attend, and the names need to be indicated in a caption of the group picture or the members need individual pictures.
For the Catholic Links, I would eliminate the links being listed in plain text, make all the logo links, and put the descriptions (without plaintext links) to the right of each logo.
In Chrome 67.0.3396.99 (Build oficial) (64 bits) (cohort: Stable) Revisión a337fbf3c2ab8ebc6b64b0bfdce73a20e2e2252b-refs/branch-heads/3396@{#790}, when I made the browser half of a 1920 x 1080 screen, the menu button wouldn’t stay down so that I could click on any of the links.
The contact (which needs to be renamed “Contact Us”) section needs to have an actual form that sends an email to IHernandez@stbernadettecc.org.
The “Bulletin” page needs to be a separate page with a link to Discover Mass bulletins and the message: “Email Isabel <email address> if you need to submit something for the
bulletin.” And its Spanish translation for the Spanish version.
The master header needs to persist as you scroll down the page. It also needs to be on top of every page in the site (including the Gallery)
The “Contact” link in the master header links to the Map and not to the Contact section.
The “Prayer Request” button needs to link to a separate page with a form asking “How can we pray for you? / ¿En cuál manera Podemos rezar para ti?” And asking for their name, email (optional), and intention. The confirmation should say “We’re praying for you. God bless you. / Estamos rezando para ti. Dios te bendiga.” Right now, the link doesn’t do anything.
These should send an email to Isabel no more than once per day.
I think the gallery can stay on the current site, but on the future site, these pictures need to be moved to individual ministry pages so they are better identified and so they are more of a drive to participate in the church in a particular way and not just a general advertisement that the church is a solid community.
