· GIFTING OPTIONS
The Catholic Community Foundation is a full-service philanthropic community foundation and offers an extensive range of gifting options based upon a donor’s personal interests and financial circumstances.  Donors can fund their gifts in a number of ways including:
· Outright gifts of cash or securities
· Real estate
· Life insurance
· Bequests through their wills or trusts
· Other types of gifts

· ENDOWMENT FUNDS
An endowment fund provides a source of annual income to the Catholic entity of your choice.  Endowments are designed to function in perpetuity, because the original gift amount (the principal) is invested and the earnings are used to provide long-term financial support to your Parish, school, program or ministry you care most about.  Once established, anyone can make additional contributions to the fund in any dollar amount.

Many endowment funds are created through gifts from wills or trusts, however, a significant number of donors choose to fund their endowments while they are still living so they can see the impact of their gifts.  There are numerous ways to fund an endowment with the Foundation including gifts of cash, securities, property, distributions from retirement accounts and more.

· SCHOLARSHIP/TUITION ASSISTANCE FUNDS
Scholarships support promising and deserving students by assisting them with the costs of their education. Donors often establish a scholarship to honor or memorialize friends, teachers, family members or other loved ones.

· Ability to fund at death with an estate gift or designation in a will
· Invested in accordance with the United States Catholic Bishops guidelines for Socially Responsible Investments

· DONOR ADVISED FUNDS
If you would like to start a fund but have several different charities you like to give to each year, then a Donor Advised Fund is a great choice. A Donor Advised fund allows you philanthropic flexibility when it comes to your annual giving and provides significant benefits that make it a popular alternative to establishing a private foundation.

Giving becomes convenient and personal with a Donor Advised Fund, which offers a hands-on approach to philanthropy. Donors make a charitable contribution to the fund, receive an immediate tax deduction and then recommend grants from the fund over time to their favorite programs and ministries.  Contributions to the fund are invested to grow tax-free for future giving.

· Immediate tax deduction with the option of deferred charitable distribution
· Consolidates your charitable giving, providing administrative convenience
· Flexibility to choose multiple grant recipients
· Ability to add to the fund at any time

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· CHARITABLE GIFT ANNUITIES
A Charitable Gift Annuity is a contract with The Catholic Community Foundation that provides you with guaranteed fixed income payments for life, no matter how long you live. Payment rates are based on age and are set by the American Council of Gift Annuities. At the end of your life, the remainder of the annuity can become an endowment to benefit the Catholic entity you choose as your beneficiary or be given outright to the Catholic entity you designate. You also have the ability to choose a Deferred Charitable Gift Annuity, meaning that you start receiving income payments at a later date.

Benefits of Establishing a Charitable Gift Annuity
· Fixed income for life for you, or for you and a spouse (paid quarterly)
· Avoid capital gains taxes on highly appreciated assets
· Income tax deduction in the year the gift annuity is established
· Part of each income payment is tax-free

· TO SET UP AN ENDOWMENT FUND
All endowment funds are established and governed by a Fund Agreement, which is signed by all parties to ensure the donor’s wishes can be and will always be followed.  The Fund Agreement includes:
· The name of the fund (can be named after the donor, family, friends or the organization(s) benefitting from the fund
· The charitable beneficiary or beneficiaries of the fund
· A contingent beneficiary in case the original beneficiary ceases to exist
· How the distributions from the fund can be utilized by the beneficiary
· The original gift amount used to establish the fund

Once the fund is established, the donor (or anyone else) may contribute additional gifts in any amount desired.

· TO SET UP A SCHOLARSHIP FUND
All scholarship funds are established and governed by a Fund Agreement, which is signed by all parties to ensure the donor’s wishes can be and will always be followed.  The Fund Agreement includes:
· The name of the scholarship (can be named after the donor, family, friends or the organization(s) benefitting from the fund
· The criteria for the scholarship award(s)
· The number and amount of the scholarship award(s)
· Whether a committee will recommend the scholarship recipient(s) or the beneficiary academic institution will choose the recipient(s)
· The charitable beneficiary academic institution(s) of the fund
· A contingent beneficiary in case the original beneficiary ceases to exist
· How the distributions from the fund can be utilized by the academic institution and/or scholarship recipient
· The original gift amount used to establish the fund

Once the fund is established, the donor (or anyone else) may contribute additional gifts in any amount desired.

· TO SET UP A DONOR ADVISED FUND
All endowment and scholarship funds are established and governed by a Fund Agreement, which is signed by all parties to ensure the donor’s wishes can be and will always be followed.  The Fund Agreement includes:
· The name of the fund (can be named after the donor, family, friends or the organization(s) benefitting from the fund
· The names of the advisors (who make grant requests) and successor advisors
· How the fund will be invested (money market account or the Foundation’s investment pool)
· How the fund will be used after the death, incapacity or resignation of the last advisor or successor advisor

Once the fund is established, the donor (or anyone else) may contribute additional gifts in any amount desired.

· TO SET UP A CHARITABLE GIFT ANNUITY
All charitable gift annuities are established and governed by a contract between the donor(s) and the Catholic Community Foundation.  Each contract includes:
· The names of the individual or individuals who will receive the lifetime income from the annuity
· The age of the annuitant
· The total annual and quarterly payments
· The charitable beneficiary or beneficiaries of the annuity

Once a charitable gift annuity is established, the donor(s) cannot add money to it, however, they can set up additional annuities.

· PLANNED GIVING
Planned giving, or legacy giving, is a way for donors to support the Good Works of Catholic Church in a way that is much more impactful than making a gift from ordinary income.  Some planned gifts use estate and tax planning to maximize the benefits to the donor, their estate, their heirs and the charity they wish to support.  Other planned gifts can provide guaranteed lifetime income to the donor or their loved ones.

Thus, by definition, a planned gift is any major gift that comes from a donor’s overall financial and/or estate planning and include:
· Outright gifts of appreciated assets, cash or retirement income
· Gifts that return income to the donor
· Gifts payable to the charity upon the donor’s death

· GIFTS OF APPRECIATED ASSETS
Instead of selling appreciated assets like securities or real estate to make a gift, donors can donate the appreciated asset directly to the Foundation and receive a charitable deduction for the full market value of the asset and pay no capital gains tax on the transfer.

· BEQUESTS
A bequest is one of the easiest gifts you can make.  With the help of an advisor, you can include language in your will or trust specifying the gift you would like to make as part of your estate plan.  A bequest can be made in several ways including:
· A specific dollar amount or asset
· A percentage of the total estate
· The balance or residue of the estate

· IRA CHARITABLE ROLLOVER
When you transfer funds directly from your Individual Retirement Account (IRA) to your Parish, school, program, ministry or other qualified charity, you earn tax savings and make an immediate impact on the Good Works of the Catholic Church.

Americans age 70½ or older can distribute up to $100,000 in a calendar year from an IRA to the Church tax-free.  This can be a significant benefit for IRA owners who are required each year to take minimum required distributions, which are included in gross income.  If your spouse has a separate IRA, he or she can also make an IRA Charitable Rollover gift.  The amount of the transfer will not be included in your taxable income (which will reduce your taxes), and the transferred amount can count toward the IRA’s required minimum distribution.  

· GIFT CALCULATOR
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How it Works

1. You make an ievocable gift of cash, securities, or other property to CCFSF.
2.1n exchange, CCFSF pays you a fixed amount each year for the rest of your life.
3. When your gift annuity ends, its remaining principal passes to CCFSF.
