Holy Baptism <Graphic Square>
Baptism is the sacrament of faith which has the Risen Christ as its source, and it is the offer of salvation for all people. Intimately linked to Confirmation and to Eucharist, Baptism is, with these two sacraments, Christian Initiation. The child is baptized in the faith of their parents, godparents and of the Church.
Are you Pregnant? Have a newborn or child under the age of 7 years? *
If you are planning to have your child baptized, you can start the process now. Baptism Preparation Class is held the third Tuesday of the month in the Rectory Meeting Room at 7:00p.m. and lasts approximately one hour. 
*If your child is over 7 years of age and has NOT been baptized they will need to go through our Faith Formation program also called RCIC (Rite of Christian Initiation for Children). What do we ask of parents bringing their children (infant to 7 years old) for the sacrament of Baptism?

Step Two:                                                                                                                                                                        Once form is received a representative from the Parish Office will contact you to confirm your registration for one of the required baptism preparation classes.
Step Three:
Both parents are encouraged to attend the baptismal preparation session.
The godparents are also invited to attend along with you but this is not required.
Requirements
Parents must attend the preparation session held the third Tuesday of each month. At that time a Baptism Registration Form must be filled out and turned into the instructor. If living in the Erie area, it is strongly recommended that parents are registered members of Saint George Church. Become a member of the parish by completing the Parish Registration Form. If you have had other children baptized at Saint George Church and it has been within the last 2-3 years you do NOT need to attend the class but we will need the Baptism Registration Form before we can schedule. PLEASE READ THE REQUIREMENTS FOR SPONSORS (GODPARENTS) CAREFULLY BEFORE SCHEDULING YOUR BAPTISM.
· Every child must have at least one godparent that meets the following requirements:  (Canons 872-874)
· Must be at least 16 years old.
· Must be a fully initiated Roman Catholic. This means the person has received the sacrament of Confirmation.
· If married, the marriage must be valid according to the laws of the Roman Catholic Church. This means the marriage is "blessed", performed, or approved by a Roman Catholic priest or deacon.
· Must be a practicing Catholic. This means the person is attending mass on Saturday/Sunday and Holy Days of Obligation and receives the sacraments regularly.
· If you will have two godparents then one must be male and one female.
· If a non-Catholic is chosen for the role of a godparent, the individual is considered as a Christian witness. This person needs to be baptized Christian.
Celebration of the Sacrament
Baptisms can be celebrated in a number of ways; traditionally after the 11:30am Mass, during one of our weekend masses or after the 4:30pm Vigil Mass on Saturdays. Any other time will need to be approved by calling Deacon Robert Ball at 814-862-0622.

EUCHARIST<graphic square>
The Holy Eucharist is a true sacrament, instituted by Christ. Christ is really present in the Holy Eucharist, even when not being received. It is therefore to be honored and adored. The whole Christ is present in either kind and is received by the communicant.
For adults and youth attending a Catholic Mass, the Sacraments of Baptism, Reconciliation must have been completed to receive the Eucharist. If you are interested in receiving your sacraments through to Confirmation please contact Deacon Bob Ball about RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults).
First Holy Communion
First Holy Communion is traditionally celebrated in the Spring of second grade, after two years of formal instruction in the faith. Youth who are beyond second grade and have not celebrated this sacrament are required to be enrolled in the religious education program and will also participate in preparation for their First Holy Communion.  To register for First Eucharist click here. <link to online form for FHC>
RECONCILIATION<graphic square>
The sacrament of Reconciliation is a sacrament in which the priest, as the agent of God, forgives sins committed after Baptism, when the sinner is heartily sorry for them, sincerely confesses them, and is willing to make satisfaction for them.
The Sacrament of Reconciliation is celebrated:
· Saturdays after 8:00a.m. Mass and from 3:00pm – 4:00pm
Communal Reconciliation Services are scheduled at various times throughout the year. Other occasions can be arranged by contacting a priest.
For First Reconciliation, children are prepared to celebrate this sacrament in Grade 2, prior to the celebration of First Communion. Any child beyond 2nd grade who would like to celebrate Reconciliation can also be prepared through the Faith Formation Program.
CONFIRMATION<graphic square>
Just as bodies and minds grow, Catholics believe that the soul also needs to grow in the life of grace. The sacrament of Confirmation builds on the sacraments of Baptism, Penance, and Holy Communion, completing the process of initiation into the Catholic community.
Youth who are entering 11th grade and have received the sacraments of Baptism, First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion participate in a Confirmation Class arranged through the Faith Formation Program. Please read the Confirmation Guidelines of Parents and Youth<link to pdf of Guide> for an overview and directions.
Persons over 18 who have not received any or some of their sacraments and have not yet been Confirmed can attend a class in the RCIA program (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults). Information about how you can register for RCIA can be found here<link to RCIA> or you call Deacon Bob Ball with further questions or concerns.
MARRIAGE<graphic square>
Marriage is an intimate community of life and love, established by the Creator and endowed by Him with its own proper laws. God, Himself, is the author of marriage. The vocation to marriage is written in the very nature of man and woman as they came from the Hand of the Creator.
Couples wishing to get married at Saint George Church are to make arrangements through the parish priest/parish representative at least six months before the Sacrament is to take place. The couple will enter into a Marriage Preparation with the priest, as well as participating in either an Engagement Encounter Weekend, or a Pre-Cana conference. Diocesan Common Policy requires six months advance notification and attendance at Pre-Cana Instruction.  Please contact the parish office to make arrangements.
If couples are completing Pre-Cana outside of the Erie Diocese they will need to provide proper documentation of the completed course to the Priest. Saint George is open to other Priests or Deacons presiding over a marriage but must first seek permission from the Head Pastor of Saint George Church.

ANOINTING OF THE SICK<graphic square>
The anointing of the sick is administered to bring spiritual and even physical strength during an illness, especially near the time of death. It is most likely one of the last sacraments one will receive. A sacrament is an outward sign established by Jesus Christ to confer inward grace.
