As we attend Mass publicly during this time of COVID-19, let us do so with all Christian charity.

Please remain at home if you are feeling sick or if you are at an increased risk of illness. The Dispensation issued by Bishop Parkes remains in place for those who are unable to or believe they should not attend Sunday Mass. 

Please wear a mask to Mass. Please put on your mask as soon as you exit your vehicle. 

You may sit together with your family unit; otherwise, please observe the 6 feet of social distance recommendation. Please sit only in the pews that are available for sitting. 

The pews will be sanitized regularly. However, we encourage you to bring your own sanitizing wipes and wipe down the area which you will be occupying. 

Additionally, there will be no physical contact during the Mass. This includes no sharing of the Sign of Peace and no handholding during the Lord’s Prayer. 

You may sit together with your family unit; otherwise, please observe the 6 feet of social distance recommendation. Please sit only in the pews that are available for sitting. 

The pews will be sanitized regularly. However, we encourage you to bring your own sanitizing wipes and wipe down the area which you will be occupying. 

Additionally, there will be no physical contact during the Mass. This includes no sharing of the Sign of Peace and no hand-holding during the Lord’s Prayer. 

Please note that all hymnals and missalettes have been removed from the parish. 

Offertory Collection baskets will be placed on the ramp-rails at the front of the church. [We are encouraging as many as possible to sign up for online giving. Please call the office at 727-347-9702 if you need assistance in setting up online giving.]   <hyperlink to ‘online giving’>

During Communion, there will be distribution of the Consecrated Host only. In Christian charity, we strongly urge you to receive the Body of Christ in the hand and the tongue. 

Please continue to maintain 6-feet of social distancing while in the Communion line. 

Please keep your mask on until you have received Communion in the hand. Then, step to the side, lower your mask, receive The Body of Christ, replace your mask, and return to your pew. 

As we depart the parish, please be considerate of each other and show Christian charity. Please continue to maintain 6-feet of social distancing.

Online donations may be made at any time from the comfort of your own home or any place with internet access. Online donations are credited to your tax statement for the end of the year (except when made anonymously), and you can change your account preferences and donation amounts at any time. Benefits of Online Giving include:

· 24/7 web based access
· Easily schedule recurring donations to coincide with your pay period
· Credit card option allows you to take advantage of rewards such as air miles or cash bonuses
	· No need to share bank account information because you enter it directly into the Online Giving secure site
· Allows you to give even if you are unable to attend parish services
· Contribution amount is easily adjusted as needed
· Option to remain anonymous





HOW DO I GET STARTED?

1. Create A New Account
 
Go to the Online Giving login page and click Create New Account.
2. Enter Your Account Information

Login Information
The User ID must be 6-12 characters and contain both letters and numbers (such as smith78). The password you choose must be 8-16 characters and contain letters, numbers and at least one symbol such as !, @, & or *. Do not enter information for the Registration Code as that is for account administrators only.
Personal & Address Information
The e-mail address must be unique. You cannot use the same e-mail address for two different User IDs. Be sure to enter information in all boxes marked with a red asterisk (*).
Security Code
Fill in the code that is generated in the box at the bottom of your screen before clicking submit.
Click the Submit button
An e-mail will be sent to you confirming your new account and User ID.
3. Confirm Your New Account

Open the email that confirms your account and click on the link at the top of the e-mail. This will confirm your account so that you have access to log in. If the link does not work, copy and paste it into the browser’s address bar.

Once you click on this link, you will be taken back to the Parish Online Giving login page.

4. Log In To Your Account

Enter your User ID and Password in the Existing User Login section and continue setting up your account.

You will need to enter information for the bank account you wish to use for your donations. Once that information is entered, you can then set up donations for the Sunday Collection and the other funds listed on the site.

Frequently Asked Questions (ALL ARE DROPDOWN TO ANSWERS)
 
Can I use my regular checking or savings account?
Yes, you can sign up with the bank account that you would like to your weekly offering or one time donation to be drafted from.

Can I use my credit card?
The credit card option allows you to take advantage of any benefits such as airline mileage or cash bonuses your credit card offers. Our parishes accept Visa, Master Card and Discover cards.

Can I easily adjust my donation amount?
Yes, just log into your personal account and make the change in your donation anytime.

Can I make a one time donation?
Yes either log into your account and set up a payment or select "Quick Give" to make a donation without setting a personal username and password.

How are my contributions automatically deducted from my account?
When you create your account, you enter your credit card or bank account information and then specify the amount you wish to contribute. Your contribution will be transferred from your account to the church bank account.

When will my contribution be deducted from my account?
You can select the date you would like your contribution to occur. You will receive an email notification prior to each contribution date, and your account will be debited on the date you specify.

If I do not write checks, then how do I balance my checkbook?
You will receive an email notification prior to each contribution date and also a confirmation email that your gift has been processed. These reminders will help you to remember to record the gift in your check register on the appropriate date. Electronic contributions are also recorded on your bank statement and in your Online Giving reports.

Can I contribute different amounts to different offerings? Can they be withdrawn at different times? Can I use different accounts for the contributions?
The system allows you the capability to give different amounts to different offerings at different times. For example, assuming your parish has set up these gift offerings, you are able to give your regular weekly offering on the 1st of the month and your flower gift on the 10th of the month. You can use any number of bank and/or credit card accounts for your offerings.

What if I change bank accounts?
Simply login and update your bank account information in your profile.

What if I want to stop using Online Giving?
 You can cancel your authorization by deleting your credit card and/or bank account information along with your donation dates.

SACRAMENTS

The word sacrament means ‘a sign of the sacred.’ Sacraments are outward signs used by God to show us his grace. The sacraments are celebrations that mark our journey of Faith and deepen our relationship with God. They confer graces which help us to live out a life in Christ.

There are Seven Sacraments of the Catholic Church:
The sacraments of initiation into the Body of Christ are baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. 
The sacraments of healing and peace are Reconciliation and Anointing of the Sick.
The sacraments of vocation are Marriage and Holy Orders.

Then Jesus approached and said to them, “All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.” Matthew 28:18-20

Baptism is the first of the seven sacraments. Through Baptism, individual is united in Christ and the Church. Through baptism, original sin is removed by the grace of the Holy Spirit using the symbols of water and the Word. The individual becomes clothed with Christ, receives an indelible mark from God, and enters into a relationship with God and the Church. When children are baptized, the parents profess Faith on behalf of the children.

Baptism is the first sacrament celebrated in the process of becoming a full member of the Church community.
Through baptism, your child will receive new life in Christ and become a son or daughter of God!   We look forward to welcoming your precious child into our parish family and the Holy Catholic Church.

Requirements for Baptism:
Newborn to 6 years old
Parents attend one class before the baptism (godparents are also encouraged but not required to attend a class)

Each godparent must provide a sponsor from from his/her home parish.
 

Who can be a Godparent?

The role of godparents is special in the life of the child and the family.  Godparents help parents to bring up their children in the faith by their witness and prayers.

Requirements of a godparent:
at least 16 years old
At least one godparent must be Confirmed in the Catholic Church
in lieu of a second godparent, the child may have one sponsor who is a baptized non-Catholic Christian witness of the baptism.
Live a life of faith in harmony with the duty he/she is undertaking
Not one of the parents of the child being baptized
Maximum of two: one male and one female

Confirmation

[Paul] said to them, “Did you receive the holy Spirit when you became believers?”
 …And when Paul laid [his] hands on them, the holy Spirit came upon them… Acts 19: 2, 6 

Confirmation is one of the three Sacraments of Initiation along with Baptism and Holy Communion. Through the Sacrament of Confirmation, the individual receives strengthening of the Holy Spirit as he continues the journey of Faith with Christ.  At Confirmation, the individual renews his baptismal promises by making a Profession of Faith, and his covenant relationship with God is deepened. Though the sacrament of Confirmation, the person is given the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit: wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord. 

Confirmation preparation is provided for teens through our Teen Ministry. Click here for more information.

RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults)
 
RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is the process by which adults are initiated into the Catholic Church. RCIA provides a series of sessions intended for those who are unbaptized or those who have been baptized in other Christian faiths and need to learn more about the Catholic faith. Children seven (7) years and older are initiated through the RCIA adapted for children.

Liturgy of the Hours Class

The Liturgy of the Hours is the official, universal prayer of the Catholic Church. 

“Public and common prayer by the people of God is rightly considered to be among the primary duties of the Church. From the very beginning those who were baptized "devoted themselves to the teaching of the apostles and to the community, to the breaking of the bread, and to prayer" (Acts 2:42). The witness of the early Church teaches us that individual Christians devoted themselves to prayer at fixed times. In the course of time other hours came to be sanctified by prayer in common. These were seen by the Fathers as foreshadowed in the Acts of the Apostles. There we read of the disciples gathered at the third hour. The prince of the apostles "went up on the housetop to pray, about the sixth hour" (10:9); "Peter and John were going up to the temple at the hour of prayer, the ninth hour" (3:1); "about midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God" (16:25).

Such prayer in common gradually took the form of a set cycle of hours. The Liturgy of the Hours or Divine Office, enriched by readings, is principally a prayer of praise and petition. Indeed, it is the prayer of the Church with Christ and to Christ.”
      (excerpts from The General Instructions of the Liturgy of the Hours, §1-2)

EDGE:
Edge is a dynamic, engaging youth group where middle school students gather for community, fun, and to grow in their relationships with Jesus Christ.  Each night follows the structure of the Mass, in which we gather as a community, hear and break open the Word of God, and are sent out to share Christ with those around us.  Edge meets on Wednesday evenings from 6-8.

Confirmation:
The Sacrament of Confirmation is a Sacrament of Initiation, by which Confirmandi are "are more perfectly bound to the Church and are enriched with a special strength of the Holy Spirit."  (CCC 1285)  At the Cathedral of St. Jude the Apostle, Confirmation preparation occurs in 8th grade and the Sacrament is conferred at the end of the year.  Confirmation preparation classes meet monthly and follow a similar format to EDGE, with the goal of prepare students for Confirmation and inspiring them to live a life of disciple




Life Teen:
Life Teen is a youth group where high school students gather for community, friendship, and to grow in their relationships with Jesus Christ.  We meet on Sunday evenings and each night begins with Mass at 6 PM, followed by a meal, games, and small group discussion.

Retreats: 
Throughout the year, we offer various weekend retreats teens to grow in their faith and develop their relationship with the Lord.  Over the summer, Edge and Life Teen each spend a week at Life Teen camps in north Georgia.

What do we do: Weekly meetings are scheduled throughout the school year for participants. Weekend retreats at the Bethany Center and weeklong retreats at Life Teen summer camps are also scheduled. 
The Leader coordinates weekly meetings, prepares the annual calendar, organizes weekend retreats at the Bethany Center and weeklong retreats at Life Teen summer camps, maintains communication with families and the parish through social media, Flocknotes, and the parish bulletin. 

Members support the leader by leading small groups, assisting with set-up and clean-up for weekly meetings, engaging in relational ministry with teens, chaperoning retreats, and praying for the ministry.

The Cathedral Choir

Annulment

The Catholic Church reaches out to the divorced through her ministry. One of the ways the Church offers to help people achieve healing and closure is through a declaration of nullity or “annulment.” A Church tribunal (a Catholic Church court) declares that a marriage thought to be valid according to Church law actually fell short of at least one of the essential elements required for a binding union.

Divorce is unique among life experiences. Divorce is a process not an event. The ending of any marriage is a traumatic experience. The adjustment which follows can be either positive or negative; it is always difficult.

A valid Catholic marriage results from five elements: (1) the spouses are free to marry; (2) they freely exchange their consent; (3) in consenting to marry, they have the intention to marry for life, to be faithful to one another and be open to children; (4) they intend the good of each other; and (5) their consent is given in the presence of two witnesses and before a properly authorized Church minister.

The Church presumes that every marriage between a man and a woman who are free to marry, (Catholic, Protestant, Jewish, Non-Believer, etc.) to be a valid marriage until the opposite is proven. Therefore, unless the ex-spouse has died, anyone who is divorced, Catholic or non-Catholic, needs to obtain a Catholic declaration of nullity or dissolution before re-marrying. The tribunal process seeks to determine if something essential was missing from the couple’s relationship from the moment of consent, that is, the time of the wedding. If so, then the Church can declare that a valid marriage was never actually brought about on the wedding day.

There are variety of misunderstandings and misconceptions regarding the sacrament of marriage and the annulment process. This listing of Frequently Asked Questions attempts to clarify these concepts and debunk some of the myths surrounding them.
The Tribunal classifies its cases into two categories: Formal and Informal. The timing varies for each of these types of cases. The process for Formal Cases is described in this document.
The Petitioner is the person who begins the annulment proceedings for his or her former marriage. The Information for the Petitioner provides to the Tribunal is explained in this document.
The Respondent is the other spouse who did not initiate the study of the marriage. The Information for the Respondent provides to the Tribunal is explained in this document.
There are two types of Informal Cases that meet the criteria of Documentary Cases. The first is a Lack of Form Case and the second is a Prior Bond Case. The process for Informal Cases is explained in this document.
Any discussion of divorce and remarriage among Catholics can be a sensitive issue. There are many misunderstandings of Church teachings in this area. Here are two documents that attempt to answer some of the questions that arise regarding Divorce and Remarriage for Catholics and for Non-Catholics.
If you are ready to begin this process to achieve the healing and closure it offers, St. Timothy is ready to help you. An Annulment Information Worksheet is available to help you identify the information and documents needed to submit your petition for a declaration of nullity. You may return the completed worksheet, in a sealed envelope, to the parish office addressed to Deacon Jerry Crall – Annulment Advocate. All materials submitted are held in the strictest of confidence in accord with Church Law and will be seen only by those authorized to do so.

Family Promise
