· About the Program
· What is our K-6 Program? Our new Family Faith Formation program is geared to our K-6 families and focuses on encouraging a personal encounter with Christ one family at a time. The program has two main components, the on-site gatherings and the at-home lessons. Once a month, the students will come to Mother Seton with their parents for 1hr 45min, during which time parents will receive their own catechesis while the children are in the classroom learning the same lesson at an age appropriate level. Parents will also have time for fellowship, will receive a packet of the next three-week home lessons, and be given instruction and guidance on implementing the lessons at home with their children. The at-home lessons are each an hour long and can be fit in to your week when best works for your family. (All age levels can receive this instruction together, which means if you have three students in K-6, you still will do a single one hour lesson at home each week, not three.)
· Our Goal: To encourage and equip each individual for a lifelong, personal relationship with Jesus Christ. This goal is accomplished in varying ways based on the age, needs, and sacramental requirements of each student, and in this program in particular it is done with an emphasis on helping families live out the faith in their everyday home life.
· When we meet: Once monthly on either Sunday afternoon from 2-3:45pm or Monday evening from 6-7:45pm, each family will register for Sundays or Mondays. (This meeting is for families, not just the student themselves. While the children are learning in the classroom the parents will be attending the monthly talk.) · Preparing for Sacraments: Our two-year preparation program for First Reconciliation and First Communion begins in 1st grade and ends in the spring of 2nd grade. Sacramental students will also have classroom and at-home sacramental supplements to help them prepare to receive the sacraments. You, along with your student will attend our Family Formation program on the 1st Monday of the month from 6-7:45pm. Your student will also attend two other Mondays each month from 6-7:45pm to continue their foundation of their faith.  At the family formation sessions, the parents will hear a talk on the topic of the month as well as the children learning about it at an age appropriate level. Along with this comes home lessons. You will learn how to do these lessons with your children.  Some of these lessons will be completed in the classrooms on the other Mondays and some will be sent home for your to do with your student.  This will help you be equipped to fully do these lessons at home with your child when they are in year 2. 
· RCIC Elementary School Year 2:  Your student is in grades 4, 5, or 6 and has completed RCIC Year 1.  They are either unbaptized or they are baptized and have not received reconciliation and First Communion.  You along with your student will attend our Family Formation classes on the 1st Sunday of each month from 2-3:45pm. You will listen to the talk and receive the home lessons to do with your student at home. Before you leave the session, the lessons will be reviewed and any questions will be answers. You will have the next 3 weeks to spend time doing the lessons as a family. Since this is a sacrament year for your child, they will be doing sacrament prep in the classroom along with a supplemental book to bring home and complete with you.  This year will also include a sacramental retreat. More details to follow. These students will receive sacraments in the Spring of this year.
· RCIC Middle School Year 1: Your student is in grades 6, 7, or 8 and is in need of Baptism and/or First Communion, as well as Confirmation. They will attend the Foundations of the Catholic Faith program that meets two Mondays each month from 6-7:45pm. Parents are also highly encouraged to also attend the once a month parent talk that is part of our Family Formation program on the 1st Monday of each month.
· RCIC Middle School Year 2: You student is in grades 7, 8, or 9 and has completed Year 1 of RCIC. These students will participate in the Middle School Confirmation prep program that meets every other Wednesday evening from -------------------------------------.
